Earlier he was
director of planning for GTE Laboratories. He is author of numerous papers and studies on
technology, management and policy, holds seven U.S. patents, and is a recipient of honors
including the Industrial Research Institute's Maurice Holland Award for his 1992 Research-
Technology Management paper, "The Changing Agenda for Research Management, " and
IAMOT'S Distinguished Award for the Management of Technology. He holds a B.Sc. and
Ph.D. in electrical engineering from the University of Westminster, London.

Publishing in refereed journals is becoming almost a condition for professional progress for
academicians and high- degree seeking students. While an author may think highly of the
quality of his/ her paper, it does not necessarily guarantee publishing in reputable refereed
journals. In this work shop the instructor will delineate what is it exactly that the reviewers in
refereed journals are looking for. Both contents, format, and relevance to the mission of the
journal are among the factors that may decide acceptance or rejection of an article. The tutorial
will identify archival versus non-archival journals, conference papers vs. journal papers, and
differences and the importance of each.

Dr. Max von Zedtwitz is a Professor of Technology & Innovation Management at Tsinghua
University, Beijing, P.R. China, and Director of the Research Center for Global R&D
Management. He teaches technology management, strategy, innovation and technology-based
entrepreneurship in MBA, Ph.D., and executive education programs. His research interests focus
on R&D management, in particular transnational R&D organization and technology-based
entrepreneurship.

Max von Zedtwitz has published 12 books and more than fifty papers in academic and
practitioner journals in English, German, French, Japanese and Chinese. with some of his work
receiving awards for academic excellence and industrial relevance. He focuses on global R&D
management, innovation in emerging countries and China, incubation and technology-based
entrepreneurship, and R&D project management, based on proprietary databases with more than
6,000 entries on global R&D management and Chinese R&D and innovation.

He is a RADMA prize for best paper in the R&D Management Journal, and the ABB Best Paper
Award at the IAMOT 2001 conference. In IAMOT 2009 he was one of the highest 20 publishing
individuals in the last 5 years in the MOT field. He serves on the editorial boards of R&D
management, Journal of International Management, Technological Analysis and Strategic
management, and three other international journals.

Max von Zedtwitz is an executive director at AsiaCompete, a training and consulting company
based in Hong Kong.

Max von Zedtwitz has a Master’s degree in Computer Science form ETH-Zurich

(Swiss Federal Institute of Technology), and MBA and Ph.D. degrees from the University of St.
